VESA-mounted Accessory Installation

1. Assemble Column-mounted Tablet Stand following 
installation instructions of the stand until the column-
mounted tablet is ready to be installed to the column. 

2. Use column-mounted tablet nut (provided with column-
mounted tablet) to install VESA-mounted tablet accessory 
(A) and column-mounted tablet to column. (See Figure 1)

3. Complete installation of column-mounted tablet stand 
referring to the installation instructions for the tablet stand.
