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ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION
Preparing Wall Bracket

1. Remove kiosk from the packaging and place on a flat surface. (See Figure 1)
2. Open so that wall bracket is at a 90° angle from the swing door.

3. Keeping the wall bracket at 90°, slide the wall bracket about 1 inch towards bottom of kiosk until hinge pins clear the hinges, and
move the wall bracket away from the swing door. (See Figure 1)

NOTE: The kiosks ship with the removable storage panel +  LWB65/70UxP Installed into Steel Stud or Wood Stud

already in place in the lower of two mounting positions.
The panel may be removed to add components as
required, and then reinstalled in either location. (See
instructions included with the panel.)

The storage panel latch is spring-loaded. To remove
the panel, squeeze the latch on end tabs and slide the
panel sideways out of the slots on the wall bracket.
Pivot the panel and remove it from the slots on the
opposite side.

Install AV component(s) to the panel using the
hardware and instructions included with the
component(s). Either screws or cable ties may be
used to fasten component(s) to the panel.

1. Determine the horizontal center of the wall bracket, and
where it should be located on the wall. (See Figure 3)

. For wood or steel stud walls, use a level and mark the
two uppermost locations over studs for attachment a
minimum of 16" apart and a maximum of 24" apart.
(See Figure 3)

IMPORTANT ! : For maximum stability in a wood or steel
stud wall, mount the hinge side of wall bracket as close
as possible to a stud.

. For concrete walls, use a level and mark the two
uppermost locations for attachment as far apart as
possible to provide maximum stability. (See Figure 3)

2. Drill one pilot hole (see Table 1 for size) at both locations
marked in Step 1 (See Figure 3) and follow fastener
information (appropriate for wall type) located in Table 1.

IMPORTANT ! : Refer to Fastener Installation Methods
(located in Appendix at end of Installation Instructions)
for details on installing product into various wall types.

IMPORTANT ! : Attaching the wall bracket requires a
minimum of 8 wall fasteners. For installation in a wood or
steel stud applications, the snap toggles are required
near the edge of the wall bracket hinge side if the hinge
side is not fastened to a stud. (See Figure 4) and (See

3. Partially install fasteners into wall, but do not completely
tighten to wall.

4. Hang wall bracket, aligning upper mounting slot clearance
holes over fasteners and adjust side-to-side for proper
location. (See Figure 4)

5. Tighten fasteners to secure wall bracket to wall at upper
mounting slots.

6. Dirill six remaining pilot holes (see Table 1 for size) at
attachment locations and follow fastener information
(appropriate for wall type) located in Table 1. (See Figure 4)

7. Tighten six fasteners to secure wall bracket to wall at middle
and lower mounting slots.

8. For Wood and Steel Stud walls: Insert four snap toggles
and related fasteners into hinge side of wall bracket. (See
Figure 5)

IMPORTANT ! : Refer to Fastener Installation Methods
(located in Appendix at end of Installation Instructions)
for details on installing snap toggles and related
fasteners into various wall types.

1.  Remove and SAVE four Phillips screws, loosen four thumb
nuts and remove hinged frame from swing door. (See
Figure 6)

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2. Clean the inside edge of the swing door (approximately one
inch depth around entire opening) with an alcohol wipe or
something similar, and let dry. (See Figure 7)

3. Install gasket strip (B) around inside edge of swing door
opening. (See Figure 7)
NOTE: Do not install gasket strip right up to edge. The gasket
strip should be placed approximately 1/16" away from
opening.

4. Carefully lay flat panel face down into the depth-adjustable
outer frame. (See Figure 8)

5. Center flat panel on opening within outer frame in both
vertical and horizontal directions.

NOTE: Measuring from inside edges to display edges assists
in centering the display within opening.

WARNING: IMPROPER INSTALLATION CAN LEAD TO
DISPLAY FALLING CAUSING SERIOUS PERSONAL
INJURY OR DAMAGE TO EQUIPMENT! Using screws of
improper size may damage your display. Properly sized
screws will easily and completely thread into display
mounting holes.

6. Select screw diameter by examining hardware (BA-BL) and
comparing with mounting holes on flat panel.

7. Select spacers:

»  Spacers are NOT required if mounting holes are not
recessed and hinged frame can lay flat against flat
panel.

*  Spacers (BM, BN) ARE required if mounting holes are
recessed, or if protrusions prevent hinged frame from
laying flat.

*  Spacers may also be used between the hinged frame
and flat panel to create more space for AV
components, or to accommodate thinner flat panels.
(See Depth Adjustment section for further
information.)

8. Select screw length:

* By hand, insert SHORTEST length screw of selected
diameter (BA, BD, BG, or BJ) through universal washer
(BO--if required), hinged frame, spacer (BM, BN--if
required), into flat panel mounting hole. Do NOT thread
screw into hole at this time.

IMPORTANT ! : The M8 screws do NOT require a
washer. Use the universal washer (BO) ONLY with the
M4, M5 or M6 screws.

»  Proper screw length requires base of screw head to
protrude above flat washer a distance equal to or
greater than the screw diameter. If screw length is
inadequate, select longer screw. Select shortest screw
which will protrude the required distance.

9. Place hinged frame onto back of flat panel and match the
VESA pattern on flat panel to the hinged frame mounting
slots. Also match the threaded studs in outer frame to the
hooks on the hinged frame. (See Figure 9)

10. Use selected screws (BA-BL), washers (BO--if required),
and spacers (BM, BN--if required), to connect hinged frame
to back of flat panel. (See Figure 9)

NOTE: Use universal washer (BO)
ONLY with M4, M5 or
M6 screws.

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NOTE: The outer frame depth may be adjusted between
3-1/2" to 5-1/2" to make room for a variety of different
flat panel thicknesses. (See Figure 10)

*  LW65/70/75UxPG Models ONLY: Available monitor
space reduced by 0.25" (6.25mm) for kiosks with glass
installed.

»  This outer frame adjustable depth can also be used to
make more space between the back of the flat panel
and wall for AV component storage.

*  The 4 Phillips screws removed in Step 1 can be
replaced with four 10-24 x 2-3/4" Phillips screws (CD)
OR four 10-24 x 3-1/2" Phillips screws (CE) for larger
depth adjustments. (See Figure 10)

11. Tighten thumb nuts over threaded studs in four locations on
the hinged frame. (See Figure 10)

NOTE: Ensure that two washers remain between the hook and
outside panel on each threaded stud.

12. Replace and fasten four Phillips screws which were
removed in Step 1, OR replace the removed screws with
four 10-24 x 2-3/4" Phillips head screws (CD), OR four
10-24 x 3-1/2" Phillips head screws (CE) to allow for a larger
depth adjustment of the outer frame. (See Figure 10)

13. Carefully lift (using two people) the swing door with attached
flat panel.

IMPORTANT ! : Be sure to keep swing door at a 90°
angle to the wall to enable a smooth installation.

14. Keeping the swing door at a 90° angle against the wall, slide
the swing door so that hinge pins are above hinges.

15. Lower swing door to engage hinge pins into hinges. (See
Figure 11)

NOTE: Some resistance is normal when the hinge pins drop
into the hinges.

Be sure to keep swing door at a 90° angle to
the wall to enable a smooth installation.
