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1.	 Unpack the frame parts from the carton. DO NOT unroll the 

screen surface at this time.

2.	 Slide the frame pieces together at corners. (NOTE: Frame 

assembly holes may not appear to fit properly at the corners 

until all fasteners have been attached. Once fasteners are 

attached, the frame corners will be drawn in for a proper fit.) 

Secure frame pieces with #10 screws provided. Do not tighten 

screws until all are started, then tighten. See Figure 1. 

	 NOTE: The frame pieces are labeled “top” and “bottom”. Be 

sure the frame pieces are assembled according to the labels. 

This will ensure the snap pattern on the frame and screen 

surface will match.

Frame Assembly

There are four methods of installation based on the size of the 

screen and type of viewing surface. Measure the width of the 

viewing area of your screen and refer to the appropriate method 

of installation below. The wall bracket diagram shows the type 

and quantity of bracket that is supplied based on the size of  

the screen.

Method 1: Screens 80" and smaller in viewing width.

Method 2: Screens over 80" up to 96" in viewing width.

Method 3: Screens over 96" in viewing width.

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Method 1 for Screens with a Viewing Width of 80" and Smaller

1.	 Use the supplied #10 screws to attach three frame brackets to  

the back of the frame as shown in Figure 2.

2.	 Secure the large wall bracket to wall studs at the desired height. 

Make sure the bracket is level. The top of the frame will be 1/8" 

above the top of the wall bracket when mounted. You will need at 

least 5/8" clearance above the bracket to hang the screen.

3.	 To install the small wall bracket, you must measure the overall 

height of the screen frame and subtract 1-3/8". Using that 

dimension, measure down from the top edge of the large wall 

bracket and mark the wall for two screw holes. The holes should 

be centered within the frame and 6" apart. Refer to Figure 3.

4.	 Attach the small wall bracket to the wall. Refer to Figure 4  

for proper orientation. Do not tighten the screws completely. The 

bracket should slide up and down easily.

NOTE: Use provided gloves for steps 5 and 6.

5.	 Attach surface to screen using instructions on page 6.

6. 	 After the surface is attached, hang the screen on the brackets by 

hooking the bottom of the frame onto the small wall bracket and 

lift up until you can hook the top of the frame on the top bracket. 

Gently push down on the frame to seat it on the brackets. Refer 

to Figure 4.

	 NOTE: Pushing down too hard on the frame to seat brackets 

may cause damage to the screen surface.

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Method 2 for Screens with a Viewing Width of 80" to 96"

1.	 Use the supplied #10 screws to attach four frame brackets to the 

back of the frame as shown in Figure 5.

2.	 Secure the wall bracket to wall studs at the desired height. Make 

sure the bracket is level. The top of the frame will be 1/8" above 

the top of the wall bracket when mounted. You will need at least 

5/8" clearance above the bracket to hang the screen.

3.	 To install the lower wall bracket, you must measure the overall 

height of the screen frame and subtract 1/4". This is the 

dimension from the top of the upper wall bracket to the  

bottom of the lower wall bracket. See Figure 6.

4.	 Attach surface to screen using instructions on page 6.

NOTE: Use provided gloves for steps 5 and 6.

5.	 Position the screen with the attached surface onto the top wall 

bracket as shown in Figure 7. Gently push down at the center of 

the bottom frame rail to hook onto the lower wall bracket.

	 NOTE: Pushing down too hard on the frame to seat brackets 

may cause damage to the screen surface.

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Method 3 for Screens with a Viewing Width over 96"

1.	 Use the supplied #10 screws to attach six frame brackets to the 

back of the frame as shown in Figure 8.

2.	 Secure the wall brackets to wall studs at the desired height. Make 

sure the brackets are level. The top of the frame will be 1/8" above 

the top of the wall bracket when mounted. You will need at least 

5/8" clearance above the bracket to hang the screen.

3.	 To install the lower wall bracket, you must measure the overall 

height of the screen frame and subtract 1/4". This is the 

dimension from the top of the upper wall bracket to the bottom 

of the lower wall bracket. See Figure 6.

4.	 For screen 90" high viewable and over and larger screens with 

2-piece side frame rails you will need to attach one side frame 

bracket to each side frame rail. Use the black #10 screws supplied.  

See Figure 8.

NOTE: Use provided gloves for steps 5 and 6.

5.	 Attach surface to screen using instructions on page 6.

6.	 Position the screen with the attached surface onto the top wall 

bracket as shown in Figure 7. Gently push down at the center of 

the bottom frame rail to hook onto the lower wall bracket.

	 NOTE: Pushing down too hard on the frame to seat brackets 

may cause damage to the screen surface. 

7.	 If you attached brackets to the side frame rails in step 4,  

anchor these to the wall with an appropriate fastener for  

your type of wall.

Side Frame Bracket For 90" high viewable and 
larger screens  and Large Split Frames (2-Pieces)
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Cleaning

All surfaces can be cleaned as follows: Using a white clean cloth 

(100% cotton preferred) that is dampened with clear water, 

gently wipe the area in one direction. Do not use a circular 

motion. Using a dry 100% cotton cloth, wipe dry after each 

cleaning session. 

To clean a stubborn stain or a sticky surface, all surfaces except 

High Power® and Silver Lite 2.5 can be cleaned using denatured 

alcohol (methanol or methyl alcohol) following the same 

procedure as for water.

Assembling Fabric to Frame

1.	 Drape top of fabric over the Da-Snap frame. It will wrap around 

over the top of the frame.

2.	 Start the top by snapping the double corner snaps on first. 

These are located at the ends of the fabric.

3.	 Begin snapping the fabric across the top of the frame. 

	 NOTE: When snapping near the hanging brackets the binding 

will need to be tucked in between the frame and the bracket.

4.	 Stretch the fabric across the frame and wraparound the  

bottom of the frame.

5.	 Start the bottom by snapping the double corner snaps on first. 

These are located at the ends of the fabric.

6.	 Begin snapping the fabric across the bottom of the frame.

	 NOTE: When snapping near the hanging brackets the binding 

will need to be tucked in between the frame and the bracket.

7.	 Start wrapping one of the sides around the frame. Make sure  

to tuck in the top and bottom corner flaps and then wrap the 

material around to capture the corner flaps. Snap on top & 

bottom corner to double snap.

8.	 Repeat step 7 for other side of frame.

9.	 Return to install instructions.

Conditions for Transportation and Storage

•	 Temperature: Between 40 - 1000F (5 - 400C)

•	 Relative Humidity: 30% to 70%, non-condensing
